1. International Welcome Days 
In September we organized the International Welcome Days for 40 new international 
students. The event included: 

• Presentations: Tailored sessions focused on study-specific information. 
• Campus Tour: A guided tour to familiarize students with key areas of the 

university. 
• Group Lunch: An informal lunch to help students network and get to know each 

other. 
Overall, the event went smoothly, continuing our tradition of providing a welcoming start 
for incoming students. 

 
2. Recruitment and Team Expansion
